In his address to the retiring postal workers, Dr. Morgan said: `The 

greatest day of your life is the only day you`ve got - today!` He added: 

`In your journey through life there are two options available to you, which 

are to bravely go where no one else has gone before, or to go nowhere too 

fast. There is no middle road to success. The first road is the one least 

travelled because of its many challenging twists and turns. You don`t find 

a lot of people going down that road. 

`However, you are all overcomers and victors who have taken the road least 

travelled. You all possess a common trait, which is a burning desire to 

succeed. You continued on in defiance of cynicism from the sidelines that 

said, `All is lost`. Those who criticise, envy, consume, feel they are 

playing it safe, yet fall for anything, are on the other road to nowhere.`

He encouraged the retiring postal workers to enter this new phase of their 

lives with `courage`, which he said was `not the absence of fear but the 

conviction that there is something more important than fear`. He said: `God 

has given you life, you have got to add style to it`.

Victor `Speedy` Henlon, who was described by managers at the Central 

Sorting Office as `very reliable` and as `the best office cleaner`, was the 

toast of the occasion. He served a total of exactly 43 years and three days 

as an `office attendant` in the postal service.

The awards were handed out by Sonia Martin, director of post and 

telecommunications in the Ministry of Commerce, Science and Technology, and 

Carolle Hainsley, senior deputy postmaster general, who were assisted by 

registered nurse practitioner and welfare officer at the Post Office 

Headquarters, Marcia McDonald.
