Paulwell praises PostCorp board for successes
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ONE YEAR after charging it with a mandate to set the postal services on a 

path towards profitability, Minister of Commerce Science and Technology, 

Phillip Paulwell is praising the outstanding achievements of the Board and 

management of the Postal Corporation of Jamaica (PostCorp).

PostCorp became operational in 2000 and, under the leadership of Chief 

Executive Office and Postmaster General Dr. Blossom O`Meally-Nelson, has 

undertaken the transformation of the nation`s vast postal system into a 

modern, commercialised customer focused business enterprise. The current 

board, under the chairmanship of attorney-at-law, Lance Hylton, was 

mandated by the Minister during their first meeting in March 2003 to Šrun 

the post office as if it was your own business‰ and specifically to set the 

post office, which lost $405 million in 2002/2003, on a path towards 

profitability.

At their next meeting with him, in March of 2004, the board presented the 

Minister with a 62-page report on the progress and achievements of the Post 

Office during the intervening twelve months, including a plan to achieve 

profitability by the 2007 financial year (after the Govt. MoU expires). The 

Minister also had high praise for the Herculean efforts being made by the 

workers of the post office noting the hard work they have put in, the 

enthusiastic manner in which they have embraced the new training 

initiatives and the positive labour relations climate which has prevailed.

The Minister endorsed the board`s Roadmap to Profitability and assured them 

of his continued support.
