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Move to commercialise post offices

GOVERNMENT has incorporated the Postal Corporation of Jamaica in an effort to commercialise postal services island wide.

This was stated by Coy Roache, chief technical director in the Ministry of Public Utilities and Transport, while addressing the commissioning of the White Hall Postal Agency in St. Thomas recently.

Mr. Roache told those attending the function that Government is now moving speedily ahead to commercialise post offices island wide instead of plans for privatization. He pointed out that when the post offices become commercialised, they will provide fax services and persons will be able to make payments for taxes, motor vehicle licences, and utility bills.

According to Mr. Roache, his ministry intends to expand further the banking services at 

post offices for easier access to banking facilities by residents who live far from commercial areas.

Mr. Roache had high praises for Councillor Olive Stewart, who solicited funds of just under $450,000 to rebuild the White Hall Postal Agency. He said such effort needs to be 

emulated by other areas. Communities should put their efforts together to enhance development of the nation, Mr. Roache said.
