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High cost to maintain postal services - O`Meally Nelson

CHIEF EXECUTIVE Officer (CEO) of the Postal Corporation of Jamaica, Dr. Blossom O`Meally Nelson has said that the high cost of maintaining the service was the biggest problem facing the Corporation.

Every year, we spend some $240 million more than what we make, so the Government has to subsidise the postal service, she stated. She informed that the Postal Corporation was now facing a price tag of some $400 million to fix post offices islandwide. And that is not for everyone, she stated.

Dr. O`Meally Nelson was speaking at the official launch of the `Friends of the Seaforth Post Office` on Saturday (July 6) at the Seaforth Methodist Church in St. Thomas.

The group is made up of 20 executive members headed by chairman Ivette Russell and vice chairman, Emerson James. It was formed to monitor and promote the services being offered to that community by the local post office.

 This is the second such grouping to be launched in the parish. The first was the `Friends of the Yallahs Post Office` launched in January this year.

   The CEO challenged the group to work together for the good of the Seaforth community. Noting that the Government could not afford to maintain the 700 post offices islandwide, Dr. O`Meally Nelson said the Corporation was looking to form partnerships with communities and corporate entities to provide postal services.
