Discount on deliveries

IN A bid to increase its revenue and encourage early postage during the Yuletide 

season, the Postal Corporation (Post Corp) as reduced the postal rates attached 

to sending Christmas cards.

`We are doing it now to try and generate more mail and early mail. It gives us 

less headaches if we have it in hand early so that we can process it earlier,` 

said Gordon Brown, public relations and marketing manager at the Post Corp.

`More volume is better for us as it is one avenue of our revenue ... (also) the 

concern, of course, is if they send it earlier, the recipients abroad can get it 

earlier.`

During the discounted period, cards of varying weights will be delivered at a 

cost of $10 below the regular rates to different destinations.

While expressing the desire of increasing the company's revenue, Mr. Gordon 

hinted that the Post Corp was not experiencing financial difficulties. He said 

there was an increase in the number of persons who used the service during the 

summer period.

The relaxed rates, which came into effect yesterday and will culminate on 

Christmas Eve, are applicable solely to Christmas cards. In order for the 

discount to come into effect, the envelopes must be left open. `If it is sealed, 

it is considered first class postage and the regular rate will be applied,` Mr. 

Gordon explained.

Persons wanting their Christmas cards and packages to arrive on time, especially 

those headed for the United States and United Kingdom, should try to get them 

posted at least two weeks before Christmas.

* Local rates for the first 230 grams will cost $20 rather than the regular $30.

* For the first 15 grams or part thereof, airmail rates for Christmas cards to 

the Caribbean, Canada, United States, Central and South America will cost $50 as 

against $60 for regular postage.

* For the United Kingdom and the rest of Europe, the cost is $60, while regular 

mail will remain at $70.

* Cards bound for Asia, Africa and the Far East will attract a rate of $80 as 

oppose to the regular $90.
