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THE SENIOR deputy postmas-ter-General, who is in charge of administration 

for the postal service, Mrs. Carolle Hainsley, has spent over 30 years in 

the public service and is responsible for stamp management. This includes 

the procurement, security, and distribution of stamps.

Mrs. Hainsley said: `Stamps are like currency notes. They are produced 

under tight security by a highly specialized printing process.`

Stamps for Jamaica are printed under a government contract by the Crown 

Agent Stamp Bureau of Britain.

The senior deputy postmas-ter-General does not act independently in the 

entire stamp management process. She is supported by a Stamp Advisory 

Committee, made up of persons with diverse expertise in areas such as 

philately, natural history, art, and design.

The committee has commissioned the production of a document called `A 

Guideline For Issuing Stamps`, which is presently at the drafting stage.

The members of the Stamp Advisory Committee are:

4. George Levy.

The committee has no set meeting time, but the stamp calendar is set 18 

months in advance of the year to which it applies. Special meetings are 

held to discuss urgent requests and issues.

As a rule, images of living persons do not appear on stamps, since they are 

collector`s items, and a person`s reputation can diminish over time.
