Poster exhibition launched at Black River PO

Mrs. Mendez, national and regional co-ordinator of the Postal Corporation 

of Jamaica, said the corporation is extremely pleased to be associated with 

the SRC, in this effort to bring science and technology in this way to the 

people of rural Jamaica.

`It is a fact that the economic level of any country is very clearly allied 

to the growth and knowledge of science and technology among its population. 

Therefore, the importance of reaching the populace and especially the 

young, particularly school children cannot be overemphasized`, she said.

Guest speaker Black River Mayor, Franklyn Witter, reminded the gathering of 

the importance of science and technology in the development of agriculture, 

the service sector, the construction sector etc.
