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BULK LETTER mailers such as companies and institutions can avoid the 

tedious task of affixing stamps to each item of mail, by acquiring and 

using a franking machine which affixes a postage imprint to each envelope 

denoting payment of the appropriate postage charge.

Business Management Limi-ted is the only company in Jamaica that operates 

an import agency and repair facility for franking machines. Anyone 

interested in acquiring a franking machine should visit the company`s 

office and identify the type of machine which is suitable. Thereafter, a 

letter must be written to the Postal Corporation of Jamaica Limited, 6-10 

South Camp Road, Kingston, seeking its permission to import the machine.

When the machine arrives in Jamaica, the importer/purchaser must supply the 

Postal Corporation with the name and location of intended user, model 

number, etc. Authorisation will then be given for the machine to be 

`filled` at the post office, based on intended volume of posting and the 

postage rates. 

The franking machines have a meter, lock, and key, which only a postmaster, 

or his/her designate, are authorised to adjust, open, and handle, 

respectively. One of these persons must also be notified if the machines 

need to be repaired, and must authorise the repairs.
